Student Education Records:
Access and Privacy

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) affords students certain rights with
respect to their education records. They are:

(1) The right to inspect and review the student’s education records within 45 days of the day the
University receives a request for access. Students should submit to the registrar, dean, head
of the academic department, or other appropriate official, written requests that identify the
record(s) they wish to inspect. The University official will make arrangements for access and
notify the student of the time and place where the records may be inspected. If the records
are not maintained by the University official to whom the request was submitted, that official
shall advise the student of the correct official to whom the request should be addressed.

(2) The right to request the amendment of the student’s education records that the student believes
are inaccurate or misleading. Students may ask the University to amend a record that they
believe is inaccurate or misleading. They should write the University official responsible for the
record, clearly identify the part of the record they want changed, and specify why it is
inaccurate or misleading. If the University decides not to amend the record as requested by
the student, the University will notify the student of the decision and advise the student of his
or her right to a hearing regarding the request for amendment. Additional information
regarding the hearing procedures will be provided to the student when notified of the right
to a hearing.

(3) The right to consent to disclosures of personally identifiable information contained in the student’s
education records, except to the extent that FERPA authorizes disclosure without consent.
One exception which permits disclosure without consent is disclosure to school officials with
legitimate educational interests. A school official is a person employed by the University in an
administrative, supervisory, academic or research, or support staff position (including law
enforcement unit personnel and health staff); a person or company with whom the University
has contracted (such as an attorney, auditor, or collection agent); a person serving on the
Board of Trustees; or a student serving on an official committee, such as a disciplinary or
grievance committee, or assisting another school official in performing his or her tasks. A
school official has a legitimate educational interest if the official needs to review an education
record in order to fulfill his or her professional responsibility.

(4) The right to file a complaint with the US Department of Education concerning alleged failures
by Caldwell College to comply with the requirements of FERPA. The name and address of the
Office that administers FERPA is: Family Policy Compliance Office; US Department of
Education; 600 Independence Avenue, SW; Washington, DC 20202-4605.

Directory Information

Directory information which under the provisions of the Act noted above may be released at the
College’s discretion unless a specific request for exclusion from disclosure is made, includes: a
student’s name, local and home addresses and telephone listings, date and place of birth, major
field of study, participation in officially recognized activities and sports, weight and height of
members of athletic teams, dates of attendance, degrees, honors and awards received, and the
most recent previous educational institution or agency attended by the student.

Graduate Course Descriptions
Spring 2006

ART THERAPY

ATP 505 Theory and Practice of Art Therapy Il (3 credits)

Application of counseling techniques in art therapy with emphasis on the therapeutic process with different age groups, populations,
and treatment settings. The art therapist’s role and responsibilities including ethical implications and cultural competency are
explored. Prerequisite: ATP 504.

ATP 507 Psychology of Art Materials (3 credits)

Offers the student the opportunity to interact experientially with a wide variety of media in order to understand the relationship
between media choice and the needs of varying client populations. Techniques of practice, preparation of a therapeutic
environment, and development of sensitivity to the unique properties of materials will be included.

ATP 601/602/603 Supervision/Practicum I/11/1ll (3/3 or 2/2/2 credits)

Supervision/Practicum is a year-long course that must run concurrent with the student’s internship experience. It serves as a clinical
training designed to structure the student, help to form professional identity, and integrate theoretical and practical learning
experience. This course must be taken if the student is in an internship. The Practicum is a culminating experience in the master’s
education. Students are supervised by qualified professionals in settings approved by the College Liaison. Students will gain practice
in performing the work of counselors, providing direct service and applying classroom learning to real world concerns under close
supervision. Success in the Practicum is a requirement for graduation. Prior to initiating this course, students will be informed of
practicum policies and will indicate their agreement to uphold practicum standards. A professional liability insurance fee will be billed
with each practicum course. Prerequisites: ATP 504, ATP 505 and PS 525.

ATP 612 Art Therapy with Children (3 credits)
Examines approaches in art therapy specific to the treatment of children. Developmental concepts, assessment techniques and
standards of practice will be addressed. Recommended for art therapy students wishing to specialize in this area.

ATP 617 Group Process in Art Therapy (3 credits)
Examines the dynamics, development, theory, and treatment methods applicable to the practice of art therapy with groups.
Students will learn via didactic lectures and experiential group exercises. Prerequisites: ATP 501, ATP 504, and ATP 505.

BUSINESS

BU 520 Advanced Business Strategy (3 credits)

Considers operational, financial, policy and strategy issues using the perspective of a General Manager of a firm. The course will help
the student gain a strategic view of organizations through the use of case studies and computer simulations. Students will be
required to do on-line research on current business problems, analyze situations and propose solutions. This course will utilize the
analytical skills acquired during the student’s academic and professional business career including: writing a strategic/business plan,
forecasting, modeling and financial analysis.

BU 625 Accounting for Managers (3 credits)

Overview of accounting as a management tool. Utilizes business data for decision making and financial planning. Provides overview
of manufacturing accounting control systems and cost systems. Topics include valuation of assets, distribution costs, and effective
methods of profitability analysis and control.

BU 627 Financial Statement Analysis (3 credits)

The objective is to provide students with the skills necessary for analyzing financial statements. This course will help students enhance
their understanding of the accounting process and develop an ability to interpret financial information. Topics include ratio analysis,
cash flows, inventories, and off balance sheet activities. Valuation models will also be discussed. Special emphasis will be placed on
the effect of accounting principles on reported results.

BU 630 Governmental Accounting (3 credits)
Studies basic accounting concepts and reporting requirements for governmental and non-profit organizations. Emphasis will be
given to state and local government accounting, federal government accounting, and accounting for colleges and universities.

BU 633 Organizational Behavior for Managers (3 credits)

Reviews the classical and modern approaches as a framework to understand the management process. Topics covered include the new
team structure, a manager vs. a leader, the role of leadership, selection and staffing issues, motivation, problem solving techniques,
the importance of innovation, and using intuition in the decision making process.

BU 641D Travel Experience - Global Issues - Central Europe (3 credits)
A winter-session travel course to Prague, focusing on the position of the Czech Republic as a transition economy and new
member of the European Union in the context of its evolution from a Communist state and Soviet satellite in the late 1980s.
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BU 690 Business Research Methods (3 credits)

An overview of research and statistical methods used in business. Topics include: Foundation of Scientific Reasoning, Designing a
Research Project, Statistical Tools of Research, and Computer Utilization of Research. Prerequisite: At least 12 graduate business credits
from Foundational and Core Courses.

BU 695 Operations Management (3 credits)

Decision making in the management of production and service operations. Primary focus on the role of quantitative, analytical and
computational techniques in the modeling, analysis, and solution of these problems. Applications using operations management
software emphasized.

BU 785 Integrated Strategic Management Seminar (3 credits)

Drawing upon information and skills learned in previous MBA courses, the Seminar requires the student to integrate and process all
that has been covered in the previous courses. Strategic management cases, or typically comprehensive computer-oriented
management games are employed. These involve the totality of an organization’s situation at a certain time, are unstructured, and
require a significant amount of time to research and diagnose in order to make realistic long-range recommendations. Capstone -
requires permission of graduate advisor. Prerequisite: 24 graduate business credits, including BU 690.

EDUCATION

ED 505 Student Development and Learning (3 credits)

(After completion of Post-Baccalaureate Teaching Certificate Program this course can be substituted for ED 625 in the Master of Arts
in Curriculum and Instruction Program). The prospective teacher will study students, their characteristics as individuals, special needs
populations, how students learn, individual interests of students, motivation, and how to establish a productive learning
environment.

ED 510 Reading and Communication (3 credits/field component)

(After completion of Post-Baccalaureate Teaching Certificate Program this course can be substituted for ED 595 in the Master of Arts
in_Curriculum and Instruction Program). The prospective teacher will learn about language development, the reading process,
methods and materials for learning to read, and application of reading skills in all subject areas. The new teacher will learn to use
technology as part of the reading and communication process. Field component requires a minimum twenty five (25) hours of in-
school observation.

ED 515 Classrooms and Community: A Social Unit (3 credits)

(After completion of Post-Baccalaureate Teaching Certificate Program this course can be substituted for ED 585 in the Master of Arts
in_Curriculum_and Instruction Program). The prospective teacher will learn about the classroom as a social unit and the
management/organization skills to create an effective learning environment. The prospective teacher will become familiar with the
organizational, social, economic, and political forces that impact upon schools. Prerequisites: ED 505 and ED 510.

ED 520 Professional Skills (3 credits/field component)

(After completion of Post-Baccalaureate Teaching Certificate Program this course can be substituted for ED 660 in the Master of Arts
in Curriculum and Instruction Program) . The prospective teacher will study the common skills for the delivery of instruction including
planning, comparative methodology, questioning, instructional skills, use of technology, selection of materials, goal setting, pacing
of instruction, and measuring outcomes. The prospective teacher will investigate student creativity and learn how to engage students
in active learning. Field component requires a minimum twenty five (25) hours of in-school observation. Prerequisites: ED 505
and ED 510.

ED 521 Overview of Students in Special Education (3 credits)

(formerly ED 640 The Special Learner in the Regular Classroom)

Develops strategies and techniques for teaching children with individualized differences. Students will develop an understanding of a wide
range of individualized differences, ranging from students with severe disabilities to gifted and talented students, as well as non-English
speaking students. Research, attitudes, and current practice as they relate to children with individualized differences will be discussed and
analyzed. The course has a 12-hour field component.

ED 523 The History of Special Education and the Law (3 credits)

This course will provide instruction in the salient issues involved in the education of students with disabilities. The class will examine
the history of special education, pertinent state and federal legislation, and relevant topics in the field. Understanding the Special
Education Process, the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act, and Individualized
Education Programs (IEPs) will be emphasized. The course has a 12-hour field component.

ED 530 Academic Curriculum Alternatives, Adaptations and Technology (3 credits)

This course is designed to teach future teachers to create effective learning environments for students with varying levels of skill in
attention, academics, and social areas in a variety of learning environments. This course will introduce ways of adapting materials,
modifying curriculum and adjusting teaching strategies to meet the needs of all students. This course will also introduce various ways
in which technology can enhance the learning experiences of many of the students found in a variety of learning environments. The
course has a 25-hour supervised field component. Prerequisites: ED 523; ED 525; ED 535; ED 537.

ED 535 Theories of Teaching, Learning & Reading for Students with Individualized Needs (3 credits)
(formerly called Theories of Teaching, Learning & Reading for Inclusive Education)

This course provides a comprehensive examination of theories of learning coupled with an analysis of the commonalities and
diversities among learners. It includes the study of theories of learning, theories of intelligence, theories of reading, learning styles, and
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theories of development. The course examines how various physical, emotional, and chemical conditions impede development and
learning in all areas of the curriculum. It looks at reasons for reading failure, the role of language development in reading failure, and
the interaction between reading, writing, listening, and speaking. The course has a 12-hour field component.
Prerequisites: ED 340/348 or ED 510 and ED 521.

ED 537 Introduction to Applied Behavior Analysis for Teachers (3 credits)

(formerly called Inclusive Education: Behavior Management Strategies)

This course is designed to teach future special education teachers to create effective learning environments for students with varying
levels of skill. It is important for future special education teachers to understand concepts of applied behavior analysis and also how
to apply those concepts in their classrooms. The principles of Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA) can be used to teach academic skills,
social skills, fine-motor skills, skills in independence and self-help and on-task and prosocial behavior, to name just a few. ABA is an
overall management system, not a collection of gimmicks for keeping students under control. No one procedure will be effective for
all children with varying levels of skills. Future special education teachers will learn to individualize the principles of behavior analysis
to effectively teach each child, regardless of skill level. The course has a 12-hour field component.

ED 540 The Special Education Teacher as Collaborator (3 credits)

(formerly called The Special Educator as Collaborator)

Provides students with the skills necessary for collaboration and consultation with other professionals and discusses not only how
schools and teachers can collaborate with these agencies, but which agencies are the appropriate ones to contact. Communication
strategies and skills, with emphasis on communicating with the home, with other teachers, and with professionals outside the field of
education, will be practiced. Team building strategies between teachers and other professionals will be developed. Collaborative
learning and collaborative planning will be practiced for implementation in in-class support programs. This course includes a 12-
hour field component. Prerequisite: ED 521.

ED 556 Advanced Applied Behavior Analysis for Teachers (3 credits)

Examines strategies to promote generalization of learned skills, prompting strategies, language development, teaching self-management,
group-oriented contingencies, shaping techniques, behavior chains, motivational systems, differential reinforcement of alternate behavior,
etc. This course includes a 12-hour field component. Prerequisite: ED 537.

ED 557 Learning Disabilities: Concepts, Characteristics and Identification Procedures (3 credits)

This course is designed to acquaint students with the concepts of learning disabilities and the observable characteristics of those
who are learning disabled. An orientation to educational diagnoses including: purpose, types, content, administration, analysis
and individual instructional planning will be provided. Support systems for youngsters with learning problems and for their
diverse families will also be featured. IDEA rules and regulations will be recognized. This course includes a 12-hour field
component.

ED 559 Assessment of Learning Disabilities and Instructional Planning Techniques (3 credits)

This course provides advanced training in the identification of, and the planning for, students with learning disabilities. Administration
and analysis of diagnostic batteries, views on measurement issues and evaluation of data to make decisions regarding eligibility and
instructional planning will be covered. Case study methods will be used to simulate teacher, parent and Child Study Team practices.
This course includes a 12-hour field component.

ED 564 Diagnosis and Corrections of Reading Difficulties (3 credits)

This course is designed to provide practice for the teacher in the use of formal and informal assessments in appraising a student’s skill
in reading. The utilization of a literacy profile, which serves as the basis for instructional practices, as well as miscue analysis, running
records, and other techniques for the diagnosis and prescription of reading difficulties will be emphasized. This course includes a 12-
hour field component requirement. Prerequisites: ED 557 & ED 559.

ED 590 Education in a Multicultural Society (3 credits)

Focuses on a multiethnic/multicultural curriculum with goals that are consistent with the needs of a global society. Educators become
informed, active citizens capable of making reflective decisions in a world beset by momentous social and human problems.
Educators learn how to solve social problems through responsible action, and develop a sense of political efficacy and the ability to
influence public policy.

ED 596 Integrating Technology into Daily Instruction (3 credits)

Provides an overview of the basic components of computer systems and their applications to instruction. Various operating systems
will be explored. In addition, students will be introduced to the use of specific applications software such as word processing,
database management, and spreadsheets and will develop a working knowledge of hardware and software operations. Develops
students who know how to access resources to maintain emergent technological literacy. Each student will design an instructional
project as part of this class.

ED 611 Educational Research Il (3 credits)

Guides students through 1.) the process of conducting an action research study and completing a thesis from the proposal developed
in Educational Research | or 2.) the process of preparing a journal article suitable for publication. The thesis or article will present a
defensible position on a matter of significance in the topic of study. Prerequisite: ED 610.

ED 635 Principles and Practices of Curriculum Development and Supervision in Subject Matter Areas (3 credits)
Prepares students for the supervision of curriculum, instruction, and personnel in subject specific content areas. Students will be able
to set goals, design instruction, plan programs, develop and evaluate learning materials, design and implement staff development,
restructure staffing patterns and delivery systems for educational programs, and utilize State and National Standards in curriculum
planning and assessment of student performance.
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ED 665 Ethical and Legal Implications of Teaching (3 credits)

Analyzes a variety of legal and ethical issues of education law. Federal and state sources of education law will be identified. Students
will focus on legal issues related to students, teachers, school programs, and school policies. Ethical implications of school law and
legal precedents will be examined and discussed.

ED 670 General Principles of Staff Supervision, Theory, and Practice in Educational Administration and
Supervision (3 credits)

Introduces students to the process of instructional supervision and models for implementation of the supervisory process. The course
provides an overview of the relevant theory and research in supervisory theory and practice. Supervision as ‘coaching’ will be
contrasted with traditional criterion models and clinical supervision. Data collection to provide feedback to teachers as a basis for
instructional improvement will be demonstrated and simulated. Where possible undergraduates will be critiqued in person or
through videotape as a source of supervisory experience. Legal requirements that circumscribe the supervision and evaluation process
will be reviewed. Methods of addressing the needs of the unsuccessful teacher will also be presented.

ED 671 Foundations of Educational Administration (3 credits)

Introduces students to elementary and secondary school administration and supervision, the historical foundation of school
administration and an overview of the relevant theory and research in educational theory and supervisory practice. Using a problem
based approach, topics will include: the school as a social system, open systems theory, uses of power and authority, leadership
theory, decision making alternatives based on theoretical constructs and statistical analysis of recent research, organizational climate
and culture, strategic planning and criteria for organizational effectiveness.

ED 673 Case Studies in Educational Administration and Supervision (3 credits)

Focuses on a detailed analysis of practical problems in school administration with consideration of ethical behavior as a criterion of
decision-making. Legal and regulatory criteria for decision making will also be introduced. Several decision-making models will be
explored and applied. This course will engage students in simulations and a major presentation contrasting case study and problem-
based learning. This course is a prerequisite for Problem-Based Externships | and II.

ED 674 Education Law and Regulation (3 credits)

Examines current statutes and recent case law in the field of education. New Jersey Administrative Code and State regulations are
also studied. The student will be provided with a context for understanding and applying the controlling legal precedents to the
school setting. Issues such as compulsory attendance, student and teacher rights, tort liability, first amendment, sexual harassment,
civil rights, tenure rights, and other current legal matters and procedures will be studied. The relationship of statute, code, and
regulations to contract stipulations will also be considered.

ED 675 Communications for School Leaders (3 credits)

Develops the writing skills and styles needed by the school administrator to communicate effectively with the many publics who
comprise the constituency of the schools. The student will learn the value of clear verbal and written expression and successful
presentation styles. Expressing oneself to a variety of audiences in a manner which is suitable to their needs, interest, and abilities, as
well as their right to know will be explained and modeled. Practical communication circumstances will be used whenever possible.
The student will be shown how to communicate in a manner that will be most likely to gain support for initiatives and programs.
Grant writing and the characteristics of a successfully framed proposal will be included. The role of modern technology in the
communications of today’s school leader will also be stressed.

ED 677 Problem Based Externship in Educational Administration Il (3 credits)

Applying the research techniques learned in ED 612, this course continues the process of problem-solving initiated by the teams
assembled during ED 676. Using the plan established during the first part of the course, the teams will seek potential solutions, assess
each solution, align necessary resources and establish timelines, and prepare their recommendations for the client. Additionally, the
team will make a well-designed and clearly illustrated formal presentation of their findings and recommendations. The client and the
faculty mentor will evaluate the content of the final report, the process used to assemble it, and the format and effectiveness of the
final presentation. Prerequisite: ED 612, ED 673, ED 676.

PASTORAL MINISTRY

PM 512 Organizing as Ministry (2 credits)
Analyzes leadership skills and structures which will better enable students to consider the gospel invitations and mandates in
evangelizing and building up church communities, and the Church’s role in public life.

PM 520 Old Testament Survey (3 credits)
Introduces the student to the study of the Old Testament. The Pentateuch, the prophets, and the psalms and wisdom literature will
be studied in some depth.

PM 599 Guided Readings (3 credits)
Prepares students for a Master’s Project in an area of special interest. Students will complete an annotated bibliography and a project
proposal through guided independent study.

PM 640 Liturgy in a Developing Church (3 credits)

Studies the purpose and structure of sacraments and worship, examining festival and feast, the centrality of Sunday, the feasts and
seasons of the Church Year as they express who the Church is and is becoming.
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PM 641A Faith Seeks Understanding: Study Abroad in Rome (3 credits), January 5-15, 2006.

Introduces participants to the ecumenical and inter-religious movements from a Roman Catholic perspective, offering a historical and
theological overview of issues that divide Christians as well as unite them. Excursions to Christian, Jewish, and Islamic sites, including
Santa Sabina, the central offices of the Dominican order worldwide.

PM 699 MA Project (3 credits)

Designed and completed by the student under the direction of a faculty mentor, this project demonstrates a personal integration of
theological and pastoral studies with ministerial activities and concerns. The student will make a presentation of the completed
project at a colloquium in the course of Year Three. Prerequisite: PM 599.

PSYCHOLOGY

PS 500 Introduction to School Counseling (3 credits)

Introduces students to the profession of counselor in a school setting, the history of this profession, its current trends, challenges,
ethical issues, and the scope of a school counselor’s work. The course of study proceeds within the context of domains identified in
the American Counselor Association’s National Standards for School Counseling: Academic, Career, and Personal/Social.

PS 515 Research Methods and Statistics Il (3 credits)
A continuation of research and statistical methods, with an emphasis on report writing. Prerequisite: PS 505.

PS 534 Research Methods in Applied Behavior Analysis (3 credits)

Examines the use of the scientific method to evaluate assessment and intervention techniques in behavior analysis. Topics include
measurement techniques, single-subject experimental design, selection of dependent and independent variables, graphical
presentation and evaluation of results, ethics pertaining to human subjects and treatment implementation, and ways of
communicating research results. Principles and procedures involved in the experimental analysis of reinforcement schedules, stimulus
control, and stimulus equivalence are included.

PS 535 Biopsychology (3 credits)
An advanced overview of the physiological processes relating to human behavior. Topics include the central nervous system,
neurotransmitter and neurohormonal functioning, the biological basis for emotions, perception, motivation and brain disorders.

PS 565 Counseling Theory and Practice Il (3 credits)
Includes discussion of some of the major counseling theories and therapy, focusing on the cognitive and behavioral approaches.
Prerequisite: PS 555.

PS 590 Counseling Psychology Practicum Il (3 credits)

100 or more hours spent in supervised practical counseling experience to be arranged.

The Practicum in Counseling Psychology/School Counseling is a culminating experience in the master’s education. In addition to
weekly class hours, students are supervised by qualified professionals in agency or school settings approved by the College Liaison.
Success in the Practicum is a requirement for graduation. Prior to initiating this course, students will be informed of practicum policies
and will indicate their agreement to uphold practicum standards. Advisor approval required. A professional liability insurance fee will
be billed with each practicum course. Prerequisite: PS 580.

PS 620 Stimulus Control (3 credits)

Investigates the processes that affect how individuals learn to respond to different situations. Included will be a discussion of the
research literature concerning stimulus generalization and discrimination, differential reinforcement, object labeling, and concept
learning, among others. Students will learn about the crucial aspects of programming for generalization or discrimination.
Prerequisite: PS 526.

PS 646 Analysis of Verbal Behavior (3 credits)

This course introduces students to a behavior analytic approach to language and to the interaction between speakers and listeners.
The course will cover types of elementary verbal behavior. Students will learn to recognize examples of these concepts as they occur
in everyday life. Research articles that report on teaching verbal behavior to learners will be analyzed. Prerequisite: PS 526.

PS 667 Life-Span Developmental Psychology (3 credits)
Examines the theory and research material relevant to human development from conception through adolescence to adulthood and
finally to old age and death. Students examine relevant life events and developmental factors.

PS 673 Theoretical Foundations of Brief Psychotherapy (3 credits)

Provides grounding in current brief therapeutic approaches to treatment of individuals, couples and families. Reviews major theorists
including Ellis, Budman, Strupp, and Meichenbaum, among others. Application of theory to case conceptualization and creating a
treatment plan within a brief model are explored and practiced.
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Course Registration Via The Web

Access. Internet Access and e-mail services are available to all graduate students free of charge. Setting up an active
Caldwell College computer account is necessary in order to use any of the Library’s online services and databases,
even if you will not rely primarily on a Caldwell e-mail address. This is your “NetID.” If you do not yet have an
account, you can set it up through the College’s IT web site, http://info.caldwell.edu/it/ or visit the computer lab in
the Student Center (room 4205).

You will need a second kind of computer access to access other online resources on the Caldwell College web site,
including online course registration. This is your “WebID,” a personal identification number (PIN) that will be
mailed to you after the add/drop period ends. (New students cannot register via the web.)

Web registration. Graduate students are encouraged to register using Caldwell College’s “user-friendly”
web-based registration module. All students actively registered since the Spring 2002 semester should have an ID
number and password that can be used for this purpose. Once you have logged in according to the directions given
below, you can register interactively for all of your course-work — IF you have no holds or scheduling conflicts, a final
grade has been posted for you from a prior semester, and your registration is submitted before the final date
indicated in the registration booklet. You will also be able to view your grades; search for courses by discipline, day,
time, or faculty member; and review personal information, including your class schedule and your tuition account.
(The course search function is also available without logging in, by selecting “Guest” access).

Use of the web module for registration is optional. You may, of course, continue to register in person, by mail, or by
fax using the hard-copy form on the back page of this booklet. Since online registration does not require an advisor’s
review and signature, you should use it only if you are confident that you are registering for appropriate
course work. Remember that all program requirements are on our website, www.caldwell.edu/graduate, and your
advisor is available to consult with you. Verifying your program requirements before submitting your registration is
your responsibility. Should you have questions about online procedures rather than curriculum, contact
the Office of Graduate Studies rather than your advisor.

Instructions for web registration.

1. In the URL or browser address box, type <www.caldwell.edu/graduate>, or from the College’s home page
go to the drop-down menu titled “For Current Students” and select “Graduate Academics.”

2. Click on the link to “Registration, Course Search, and Billing,” found right under the “Graduate Academics”
title. This will take you to the web-based Registration login box.

3. At the login box, type in your ID# and your password. Passwords are case sensitive, so type in your
password exactly as it appears.

4. When you have successfully logged in, you will see three tabs - Academic, My Profile, and General. The
Academic tab contains several sub-choices — My Schedule, My Grades, Course Search, and Faculty List.
You can register for your course work in the Course Search area by simply clicking on the ADD button beside
the course(s) you wish to register for, and then submitting it. (It works like the shopping cart for online
purchases.)

5. The My Profile tab will take you to your personal information, where you can change your password.

Explore the other tabs for more information available to you.

prevented from further attempts. In this case, please click on the link to contact the system administrator.

* Remember, your password is case sensitive . . . be mindful of using upper case or lower case letters
as appropriate.

* For security reasons, log out when you are finished using the site.

¢ You will find the web module a useful and convenient asset in managing the registration process and
retrieving useful data related to your academic career at Caldwell College. But remember, if you prefer to
register “the old fashioned way,” which includes having your program coordinator review your registration,
please feel free to do so. And even if you do register online, your coordinator is available to answer any
advising questions you may have.
